The Season: The first game is scheduled to begin on or about September 19, 2010. The regular season lasts
until the middle of November. Playoffs and the championship game are played after the end of
the regular season.

Practices: Beginning Wednesday, September 1 through the end of the season the team will practice.
*Practices are held at Randall’s Island, three times per week, Monday, Wednesday and Friday
from 4:45pm to 7:00pm. Tackle football is a team sport and all players depend upon one
another. All practices are MANDATORY. *Practice on Mondays — 97Street bet 1 and 2 Ave.

Games: All games will be played Saturday or Sunday. Mostly Saturday games. Our home games will be
played at Randall’s Island, Saturday or Sunday. Away games are in Manhattan, Brooklyn and
Queens. Schedule & Directions are posted on our website: www.yyaa.org under “Tackle
Football”. Pop Warner requires that each player must play at least 8 snaps.

Weigh in: There will be an official certification day in September. It will be held at 415 E 93 Street —
Stanley Isaacs Community Center. All Players Must Attend. Date to be Determined.

Summer Camps: During August, the Eagles will sponsor two sessions of training camp. Each session is Monday
through Friday and attendance at least one is strongly encouraged. The first session is August 16
